The 49" Annual USC Diagnostic & Therapeutic Skills in Internal Medicine course is
designed especially for internists, family physicians, generalist physicians and allied
health professionals who care for adults.

Provide evidence-based approaches to mental health, fitness program
prescriptions, the assessment of cognitive changes in the elderly and approach
patient care as a trauma informed physician.
